Barbara Pitts:      I was a coaching client of Penelope's for many years and love staying in touch with the Fearless Network.  PB helped me create work habits that have served me in every area of my life.  Thanks to coaching and Fearless Foursomes, I have a great agent, a regional theater career, and better emotional and spiritual balance.  However, my income had continued to lag behind my accomplishments.  But I've learned to be fearless!  I've learned to stay open to possibility and to be willing to do things differently.  So last May, I started a parallel career as a health insurance agent, primarily helping self-employed people find affordable plans (my artist friends usually choose something between $200-$310 p/mo).  It appealed to me because I can set my own appointments according to my actor schedule.  It was really scary splitting my time at first.  But as actors, we are so used to motivating ourselves and putting out maximum effort, that I quickly found myself "top producer" in direct sales at the end of my 5th month!  All this while doing two plays back-to-back.  It has also helped me stay focused on my goals.  For example, I tell my legit agents I don't want to go out of town; I want to be available for Law & Order, etc.  But then I go on auditions for out-of-town plays and sometimes take them if they're offered.  With the new career being so rewarding (I love having something real and practical to offer people!), I'm able to stick to that goal.  I've turned down a few out-of-town auditions and always say to my agents:  “Thanks, but I'd like to stay in town and be available for TV.”  And guess what?  I had three TV auditions this fall.  Best of all, I just bought the wedding dress of my dreams - with cash set aside from my new career.  I like what I'm doing so much, I just committed to being a Field Trainer.  So if any of you are feeling curious (and fearless!), give me a call to discuss the opportunity.  Thanks PB!  Barbara Pitts 917-593-0711
